Some times I think we take our walk with God for granted. So why don’t we? Honestly, can any one of you say that since you have been saved, you have never been sick, never gone without, never struggled in your life, that it really has been a bed of roses and fine and dandy? There are two people in particular who I know who have helped me in this area, and every time we talk about this subject, tears and a quiver come to their voice, a desire beyond description emanates from them to get closer to God. They pray for me daily, they read this newsletter, they know my faults, my inconsistencies, my attitudes and my errors. They just pray for me and they have done so for about 10 years maybe. Why? Because they know the love of God, they know Jesus died for you, for me, for everyone and that Jesus loves us! I owe them a lot to say the least.


Think about it, God loves us, he wants us to fellowship with him, not be self seeking, not be right all the time, not be chasing “things”, yes he wants us to have good things, but would you believe it if I told you he wants to show you how he wants you to do it. He wants to be intimate with you, show you his love for mankind, there is a lot more to God than our theology or thoughts. Is he your Lord and Saviour, or is he just a Saviour to you?
